The development of trade relations in the global economy
and their impact on international economic processes

The subject of the study is international trade relations as a component of the global economic
system and the mechanisms of their influence on the transformation of international economic
processes in the context of globalization and structural changes in the world economy.

The purpose of the study is to substantiate the theoretical and methodological principles of
the development of trade relations in the global economy and determine their role in the formation
of modern international economic processes, in particular in the redistribution of resources, the
transformation of production chains and the change in the competitive positions of countries.

Research methods. The work uses methods of analysis and synthesis to generalize theoretical
approaches to international trade, a systemic approach to study the relationship between trade
relations and global economic processes, institutional analysis to assess the role of international
economic institutions, as well as comparative analysis to compare traditional and modern models of
world trade development.

Results of the work. It is proven that the development of trade relations in the global economy is
one of the key factors in the transformation of international economic processes, as it determines the
dynamics of economic growth, structural shifts in production and the level of integration of national
economies into the world economy. It is substantiated that modern trade relations go beyond the
exchange of goods and cover services, capital, technologies and data, which significantly changes the
nature of international economic interaction.

International trade is not only a chan—
pendence of national economies, trade relations are | nel for the movement of goods and services, but al—-
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so a mechanism for the transfer of technologies,
management practices and economic institutions
between countries. At the same time, increased
geoeconomic competition, instability of world mar—
kets and transformation of global value chains are
changing the nature of trade relations and their im—
pact on international economic processes.

Under such conditions, the problem of scientif-
ic understanding of the development of trade rela—
tions in the global economy and determining their
role in shaping the modern architecture of inter—
national economic relations is becoming more rel—-
evant. Insufficient consideration of the system-—
ic impact of trade on international processes can
lead to fragmentation of economic policy and a de—
crease in the effectiveness of countries’ integration
into the world economy.

Analysis of recent research and publica-
tions. Modern scientific research focuses on the
analysis of international trade as a driving force of
global economic development. A significant part
of the works is devoted to studying the impact of
trade liberalization on economic growth, employ-
ment and structural changes in national econo-
mies. Other studies focus on the transformation
of world trade under the influence of technological
progress, digitalization and the growth of the role of
services and intangible assets (Korenyuk P., Zos—
Kior M., Posokhov ., Pokhvalitova D., etc.) [1—61.
At the same time, the scientific literature does not
sufficiently comprehensively consider the impact of
the development of trade relations on international
economic processes as an interconnected system
that encompasses production, investment, finan—
cial flows and institutional changes [1—16]. This
necessitates the need for a systemic approach
to the analysis of global trade as a key element of
modern economic dynamics.

Presentation of the main material. The de—
velopment of trade relations in the global econo-
my occurs in conditions of constant complication
of the structure of international economic rela—
tions. Modern trade is increasingly integrated in—
to global production chains, within which countries
specialize in individual stages of value creation. This
changes traditional ideas about the international
division of labor and strengthens the interdepen—
dence of economies, making trade relations an im—
portant channel for the spread of economic shocks
and structural changes.

The impact of trade relations on international eco—
nomic processes is manifested in changing the struc—
ture of world production and redistribution of eco—
nomic activity between regions. Countries integrated
into global trade networks gain access to wider mar—
kets, technologies and investments, which stimulates
economic growth and productivity.

At
the same time, the development of trade relations
in the global economy increases the vulnerabili—
ty of international economic processes to external
shocks, in particular financial crises, trade conflicts
and geopalitical instability. In such conditions, trade
relations act as both a source of economic oppor-
tunities and a risk factor, which requires a balanced
approach to regulating international trade.

of global financial, investment and technologi—
cal flows. This leads to a change in the functional
purpose of trade relations, which are beginning to
act not only as an instrument of exchange, but al—-
so as a mechanism for coordinating economic de—
velopment at the supranational level. An essential
characteristic of the modern stage is the growth
of the asymmetry of the influence of trade rela—
tions on international economic processes. Coun-—
tries with a high level of technological development
and a diversified export structure gain advantages
from integration into global trade networks, while
economies focused on narrow commaodity special—
ization become more vulnerable to fluctuations in
the world market. In this context, the development
of trade relations enhances the structural differ—
entiation of the world economy, while creating in—
centives for revising national strategies for eco—
nomic development. An important aspect of the
influence of trade relations on international eco-
nomic processes is the transformation of mech-
anisms of competitive interaction between coun-—
tries. Modern competition is increasingly limited
to the struggle for shares of commodity markets
and is increasingly transferred to the plane of con—
trol over value chains, technologies and standards.
Trade relations are becoming a channel for the
dissemination of technical, environmental and so—
cial requirements that form new rules of participa—
tion in the world economy and affect the nature of
international economic processes.

The growing role of regional trade agreements
and economic blocs is another sign of the modern
transformation of global trade. The regionalization
of trade relations changes the balance between
multilateral and bilateral regulatory mechanisms,
affecting the structure of international econom-—
ic processes. Such agreements contribute to the

deepening of integration between participating
countries, while at the same time increasing the
fragmentation of the world trade space and com-—
plicating access to markets for third countries. The
relationship between the development of trade re—
lations and global financial processes deserves
special attention. The growth of international trade
is accompanied by increased capital flows, the for-
mation of complex financial instruments, and the
increasing role of transnational corporations in the
world economy. Trade relations in this context are
animportant factor in the formation of global finan—
cial flows that affect currency markets, balances of
payments, and macroeconomic stability of coun—
tries.

relations on international economic processes in
the modern global economy.

Thus, the development of trade relations in the glob—
al economy forms a multidimensional impact on inter—
national economic processes, covering production, fi—
nancial, institutional and technological components.
